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Lessons  

 Riding through the streets of Port-Au-Prince 

was not nearly as traumatic as I had 

imagined. Brokenness, rubble, destruction 

…yes, but amidst all of the ruin, I saw 

resilience, determination, and hope in the 

beautiful Haitian people. 

They were welcoming, loving and joyfully 

praising God. We were excited to hear of the 

salvation testimonies of many who were 

formerly involved in voodoo and witchcraft, 

even voodoo priests. 

I am most happy to report, God is at work! 

His love & mercy can be readily seen in many 

ways. 

One of the most striking sights for me was 

the total destruction of the symbols of power, 

wealth and influence …  the presidential 

residence and other official government 

buildings … completely destroyed while far 

more ordinary buildings still stand. 

 

 I know by the Spirit that what I was seeing in the 

natural is symbolic of what is happening in the 

spirit realm … old structures and systems that 

enslaved and oppressed the people are coming 

down. He is raising up and empowering a 

generation that will know and worship Him. 

He also impressed upon me that the war in the 

heavenlies is now raging for the souls of the 

people. As people are converted from false 

religions the enemy has set about to seduce more 

Christians, the very young are especially 

vulnerable. 

Committed, faith filled prayer is key to winning this 

battle for the hearts of the people. Our ministry 

has been assigned to go and pray on site. We are 

planning several prayer pilgrimages in the near 

future. Please notify us if you are interested in 

going.
